TREASURE KEY #3

HEAVEN, not earth, is my home.
18...many live as enemies of the cross of Christ. 19Their destiny is
destruction, their god is their stomach, and their glory is in their shame.
Their mind is on earthly things. 20But our citizenship is in heaven. And
we eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus Christ. Philippians

TREASURE KEY #4

I should live NOT for the DOT, but for the line.
13All these people (OT believers) were still living by faith when they
died. They did not receive the things promised; they only saw them and
welcomed them from a distance.

14People who say such things show that
they are looking for a country of their own. 15If they had been thinking
of the country they had left, they would have had opportunity to return.

TREASURE KEY #5

Giving is the only ANTIDOTE to materialism.
17Command those who are rich in this present world not to be arrogant
nor to put their hope in wealth, which is so uncertain, but to put their
hope in God, who richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment.
18Command them to do good, to be rich in good deeds, and to be
generous and willing to share. 19In this way they will lay up treasure
for themselves as a firm foundation for the coming age, so that they
may take hold of the life that is truly life. 1 Timothy 6:17-19
